a bobsleigh?

Bobsleighing is a very exciting, and dangerous, winter sport. In teams of four, two or
even on your own, you push the bobsleigh (or bob) as fast as you can, jump on and let
gravity carry you down the mountain.

Can you control the bobsleigh?
Yes, the driver can pull a wire that helps the bobsleigh
turn left or right.

Yes, but teams only use it after they pass the
finish line.

How fast can a bobsleigh travel?
