Marsh Arabs can still be found living a traditional life in the marshlands in the south-
east of Iraq. They raise domestic buffalo. Some sheep and cattle are also kept. Crops
such as rice, wheat and barley are grown by the Marsh Arabs. Most Marsh Arabs live
in arched houses which they build from reeds. Their houses are usually about three
metres wide and about six metres long.
